H Description

A replacement cup and insulated cap set for use with the Alpine Thermo Bottle Series. The cap fea-
tures an injected insulation to reduce heat loss through the top of the bottle. The cup features a
silicone ring to help with grip, especially for use with gloves. Before using, make sure to review your
Alpine Thermo Bottle's User's Manual.

Under certain conditions, use of this product can result in injury

(OClose the inner and outer caps completely and check for leaks.

(ODo NOT use without the inner cap. Contents will leak if only the outer cap is used.

(OWhen pouring, do NOT tilt the bottle in any other direction than the arrow on the inner cap.
The contents of the bottle can spill out and splatter, causing burns.

(OWhen pouring, do NOT turn the inner cap too much. The cap can fall off causing the contents of
the bottle to spill out and splatter, causing burns.

(ODrinking directly from the bottle can cause burns. Do NOT tilt the bottle suddenly. The contents of
the bottle can spill out and splatter, causing burns.

(OThe seal will deteriorate after extended use which can lead to leaking

M Directions

Turn the caps counterclockwise to remove.
Fill the bottle below the marked line. Filling above the fill line can cause liquids to
leak when screwing the cap.
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H Care

OAfter use, wash and air dry thoroughly.
(OOuter cap is dishwasher-safe. Inner cap and Bottle body are NOT dishwasher-safe.

(OWhen washing, use lukewarm water and a mild soap.

(ODo NOT sterilize by boiling. High temperatures can cause the parts to warp, which can possibly
lead to leaks.

(ORemove and wash the Cap Cover dry thoroughly before replacing. If soiled or wet, it is possible
for rusting and mold growth to occur.

(OThe seal will deteriorate after an extended period. Replace if the bottle leaks when the inner cap
is secured.
