O Wearing the mask

To avoid leakage, ensure that hair is not caught in the mask.

1. Place the mask on your face. Pull the straps towards the tip of the head, avoiding twisting,
and bring them around to the back of the head.

@ Ensure that there are no open spaces between the mask and face, and snugly fit it to the
face. Breathe in air through the nose and confirm that air doesn't enter the mask.

® Adjust the strap length. To tighten the straps, pull the tip of the strap towards the back.
To loosen the straps, pull the buckle lever while pulling the mask forward. (See illustrations below)

(O Adjusting the strap length

When tightening the strap, pull the outward strap in the
direction of the arrow. (See Fig. 1)

(O Attaching the snorkel to the mask
Press upward on the inside of the
bottom piece of the snorkel adapter and
pass the mask straps through.
