OAccidents can occur while you are hiking or trekking due to glue deterioration. Prior to use
inspect the shoe’s outsole and midsole, for damage or irregularities.

OWhen inspecting the outsole, look for cracks in the rubber that can result from the constant bend-
ing of the shoe. If you notice any damage or irregularities, stop using immediately and contact
Montbell Customer Service or the original store of purchase.

OBefore using new shoes, be sure that they are thoroughly broken in. New shoes that have not
been broken in can cause foot pain and possibly lead to injury.

(ODo NOT use on oiled surfaces. There is a possibility of slipping and causing injury.

OPrior to use, check the shoelaces for damage. When wearing these boots, we recommend bringing

1) Inside the shoe including footbed (insole)
After every use, remove the insole from the shoe and allow
it to dry completely. This also allows the inside of the shoe
to dry. If necessary, the insoles can be washed using a
shoe specific cleaner and a brush.

2) Upper
To clean, use a shoe specific brush. For heavy soiling, wash
with water.

3) Outsole
Wash with water.

AUse a brush to remove soiling



Allow to dry for 2 to 3 days in a well ventilated, cool,
dry place. If there is water in the shoe, place a shoe
drying insert into the shoe.

*Do Not dry wet shoes in the sun, near a heater or
dryer. Drying too quickly can damage synthetic
leather and cause cracking and stiffening. This can
also damage the adhesive and cause the sole to peel
away from the shoe.

B Storage

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

(ODo NOT store in the box or bag at the time of purchase. Mold can grow and the product can
start to prematurely deteriorate.

(ODo NOT store in a car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures. May cause deforming
and damage.

B Disposal

(OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.

B Warranty

Montbell's warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner, for the
lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will repair or
replace the product at Montbell’s discretion. This warranty does not cover damage(s) caused by
accident, improper care, negligence, misuse, alterations or normal wear and tear. Damage(s) not
covered under warranty will be repaired at a reasonable rate. If you would like to make a warranty
inquiry, please contact Montbell Customer Service or the store of original purchase.

Resoling services

Montbell provides sole replacement service of shower climbing footwear at a reasonable rate.
(For polypropylene felt soles, replacements are also available for sale.) Abrasion on the outsole
can hinder your ability to walk. If you notice that treads aren't gripping well or visible wear on the
toe or heel, it is time to replace the sole. Also, if you notice damage to the bond between either
the midsole or the shoe, stop using and contact the original store of purchase or Montbell
Customer Service.

*Rubber outsoles on shower climbing footwear cannot be replaced.
