H How to use

Before Use
Before you use this sleeping pad for the first time, please take the time and follow a few
simple directions to help extend the life of the product. Since the pad comes pre-rolled in a
very tight fashion, it is necessary to unroll the pad, inflate it by mouth, and then close the
valve. Once full, it is best to allow the sleeping pad to remain inflated overnight, so that the
insulating material has time to regain its thickness. Once the pad has had time to return to
shape, it is ready for use.

How to inflate

. Turn the valve counterclockwise until it is completely open. <Figure 1>
Once the valve is completely open, the pad should inflate
semi-automatically. Please allow the pad enough time to expand.

. You can adjust the thickness and firmness of the pad to your liking
by blowing several times into to valve.

. Once you have the pad inflated to the desired firmness, close the
valve by turning it clockwise.

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* Use discretion when blowing into the pad, because it is possible for the moisture in
your breath to freeze inside the pad when it is very cold. Also, during times of extreme
cold the pad may expand slowly, this is normal.

Removing that Air

Opening the valve and tightly rolling the opposite
end of the pad should expel most of the air. The air
that is not initially expelled can be removed by
closing the valve, folding the pad lengthwise,
<Figure 2> and then rolling again. <Figure 3>
Once all of the air is in one end, you can open the
valve to remove the final excess air. Close the valve
quickly to prevent any air from leaking back in, and
the secure the pad with the buckle. <Figure 4>

A\ Caution

A radical increase in internal pressure can cause the pad to burst. Avoid any activity that
can cause this kind of damage.

M Features

Pillow Strap
The strap and buckle serve another purpose. Once the pad is
unrolled, it is possible to strap a pillow in place. That way you
do not have to reposition your pillow throughout the night.
<Figure 5>

Join System
It is possible to connect 2 sleeping pads
together by the toggles located in their
corners. Additional accessories are also
attachable via these points.

Storage Method
When the sleeping pad is not being used, it is best to store the pad unrolled, in a dry area,
with the valve open. This allows the insulation to remain uncompressed, thus extending the
life of the product. Furthermore, it is important to make sure the pad is completely dry
before storing it; the mildew caused by the moisture can damage the outer fabric, rendering
the pad useless.

Care Method
To clean your sleeping pad, it is first necessary to close the valve completely to make sure
no water gets inside. Then, using a soft brush and a neutral detergent, gently scrub the
soiled area and rinse clean. Make sure to let the pad dry completely.

A\ Caution

OMake sure you do not over inflate the pad. Furthermore, a sudden increase in pressure (i.e.
jumping onto the pad) can cause the seams to rupture, thus rendering the pad useless.

(OAvoid causing an adverse increase in internal pressure. If you decide to fold the pad, or use
it with the optional seat accessory, it is necessary to let out some pressure.

(ODo not use the sleeping pad as a flotation device.

(ODo not inflate with an air compressor.

Olt is important to take care when around sharp object (thorns, branches, stones, cacti, etc),
they may puncture the material

(OWhen not sleeping in a tent, use a ground cloth to protect the pad.

(OUse caution around open flames and sparks, as they might destroy the pad

(ODo not set anything hot on the pad, such as cooking appliances, lanterns, or recently
discharged firearms.

(ODo not expose to extreme temperatures, and do not leave in a hot vehicle with the valve closed.

OAvoid getting sun block, insect repellant, and other chemicals on the pad as they may cause
damage.

(OAvoid long-term exposure to the sun, the UV radiation can cause damage to the material.

OlIf the pad does receive a puncture, please follow the instructions included with the repair kit.

Repair Kit

HContents

1 tube of adhesive, 1 Large patch, 4 Small patches
1 replacement toggle

H Procedure

. Before you can repair the pad, you must first locate the puncture. If you cannot find the
hole, you should first inflate the pad and then coat the suspicious area with soapy water.
The pressure from the inside should cause the soapy water to bubble, showing you the
location of the hole.

. If you must use the procedure in step 1, make sure the pad is completely dry and void of
air before continuing.

. Apply the adhesive to the puncture and the areas around it. Make sure the area covered
by the adhesive is larger than the patch that will be used.

(It is possible to cut the included patches to a desired shape. Make sure to avoid
rectangular shapes; the corners have a tendency to peel)

Peel the backing off of the patch and firmly press the patch directly onto the puncture.
Hold patch in place for a few minutes.

Let dry for at least 8 hours.

Check to see if your repair was successful, or if there are more punctures.

B Quick Fix

In the event of a very small hole in the field, it is possible to repair very quickly.

1. Make sure the area surrounding the puncture is clean and the pad is free of air.

2. Peel the paper backing away from the patch, exposing the adhesive underneath.

3. Place the patch over the hole, and firmly hold in place for a few minutes. Make sure the
patch is completely flat.

. Once the adhesive is dry, inflate the pad and sit on it. If the patch bubbles due to the
internal pressure, you must use the method mentioned above involving the adhesive.

/A\Caution

OAdhesive is very flammable, please do not use near an open flame or heat source.
(OMake sure to use in a well ventilated area, and avoid breathing in the fumes.
OPlease keep away from children.
